Options for Marriage Preparation Course 

 Parishes close to an Billings Ovulation Method™ Clinic are invited to 

send their engaged couples to the regular clinic night as one of the 

evenings in their marriage preparation course. Even when the clinic 

night falls on a different weekday evening from the parish course night, 

couples do not seem to have any difficulty in making the adjustment 

provided they are alerted to this at the beginning of the course.
